3.   Treasurer’s Report

3.1
Last season the branch spent £10,170 on transport, £11,652 on tickets and made £900 on football cards, £467 on the door (meetings), £150 on the home season ticket, had £341 in memberships, etc., etc. which meant altogether there was a total turnover of £26,715.80 through the branch.
3.2 The branch lost on transport when some Cup game buses were not fully utilised.
