1.   Chairman’s Report

The Chairman reported an increase in branch membership to 119 members.

2.   Treasurer’s Report

2.1
The Treasurer reported a good year with our closing balance being £4,094.62 which is an increase of £864.40 from the end of last season.

Contributing to this increase were the football cards which had generated about £560.00 and thanks were put on record to Gary for organising these.
2.3
The branch are looking into the possibility of having an online internet bank account for paying for tickets and travel.
3.   Secretary’s Report

3.1
At the last EC meeting it was reported that as of 04/07/2010 the Overseas Supporters Club (OSC) and Centenary Supporters Club (CSA) will be merging to become one official supporters club.  This will not affect our ticket allocations as the requests all go through Kevin Parker anyway. Two members of the CSA, Alex Channon and Howard Burr will become members of the EC.
3.2 Some pre-season games have been arranged although it is thought some of these might only include first team fringe players or reserves as most of the first team squad will be on the American tour at the end of July;

4.   Travel Report

4.1
Albert reported that the transport accounts were in credit by £344 which was good considering we lost money on about four trips.
4.2
Prices are currently being negotiated with coach companies for the forthcoming season’s home bus and depending on the quotes, it is hoped that season ticket prices for the bus should hopefully stay the same as last year i.e. £70 adults, £30 juniors.  Bookings and payment will be taken at the next meeting.
4.3
Last season’s away trips and social events had gone well.
4.4
The branch will be running their own World Cup draw at £10 per team and the winner will be announced at the August meeting (the first available meeting following the final).
5.   Ticket Report

5.1
The branch had applied for tickets for 22 away games in total last season with an average of 15 tickets per game being issued.
5.2
The £20 per ticket non-refundable deposit will remain in force for the forthcoming season.
5.3
John explained that last season had been very hectic sometimes with ticket requests and that he will need help from the committee members or any other members at meetings when taking names and deposits for away games next season.

6.   Any Other Business
6.1
It was proposed to hold two branch meetings per month – one for inviting guest speakers, hold quizzes, general chat, etc and the other for ticket and travel business. Proposal carried.

6.2
It was decided that should the branch ever have to close, all monies are to be donated to charity (charities to be decided on at the time).  Proposal carried.
6.3
Strictly no alcohol is to be taken on any form of transport organised through Northenden branch.  Breach of these rules will result in offenders losing their membership.  Proposal carried.
6.4
Any non-members on organised social trips to be charged £5 extra than member prices.  Any members of other branches will pay the normal member price.  Proposal carried.
6.5
Gary proposed that next season any money generated from the football cards should be used to subsidise an away trip at the end of the season.  All members would be invited on the subsidised trip but only the people attending the branch meetings to put their name down would get on the trip.  Albert made a counter proposal for the money to go towards the home bus instead.  After going to a vote, Gary’s proposal was carried.

Neil reported that this year’s branch charity will be the Special Baby Care Unit at Wythenshawe Hospital.
